 (1) On May 30, 2013, the Court received the appellant’s notice of 

appeal from the May 14, 2013 report and recommendation of the Superior 

Court Commissioner.  On the same date, the Clerk issued a notice pursuant 

to Supreme Court Rule 29(b) directing the appellant to show cause why the 

appeal should not be dismissed for this Court’s lack of jurisdiction to 

entertain an appeal directly from a report and recommendation of a Superior 

Court Commissioner.

 (2) On July 9, 2013, the appellant responded to the notice to show 

cause.1  In the response, the appellant states that the Commissioner 

incorrectly failed to base his decision on established case law regarding 

insufficiency of the evidence. 

 (3)  This Court does not have jurisdiction to entertain an appeal 

directly from the report and recommendation of a Superior Court 

Commissioner.2  Therefore, this appeal must be dismissed.
