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Attached are the revised Financial Eligibility Guidelines for in forma pauperis applications. Please remove and discard former Policy Directive 80-05 (Revision) dated August 7, 2015 and replace it with the revised guidelines.


When in forma pauperis applicants have both income and assets at or below the following guidelines (or at or below 125% of the poverty level as published in the Code of Federal Regulations)
, their applications should be approved.  At income or asset levels above those shown, you may use your discretion in granting all or part of the application, if the applicant has unusual necessary expenses.

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� It is the intent of this Policy Directive that the Justice of the Peace Court use 125% of the Federal poverty level for purposes of determining income eligibility for in forma pauperis applications.  Therefore, if a litigant or an attorney furnishes you with a more recent determination of 125% of the Federal poverty level from the Code of Federal Regulations, you should consider those figures to supersede the guidelines in this Policy Directive.
